· FCLA Update

· Claire reported that the BOG, Dept. of Education and the legislature will determine the fate of FCLA and CCLA. There was a great deal of interest in eResource licensing expressed at the initial budget planning meeting. Currently the United Library Services Business Plan calls for an eResource subcommittee to consist of no more than 10 members representing colleges and universities systems.
