3. FCLA Update (Claire)

A. Elsevier and other usage stats

SUL system-wide Elsevier data has been collected. The next step is to look at the Freedom collection to determine titles that individual institutions are not using. A working group made up of chairs and former chairs of ERS and CPC will meet on Thursday. The working group will help to plot a course and convey meaning to the work of analyzing the data and developing an Elsevier proposal.  
B. Update on the ebook project and next steps 
The shared e-book PDA contract was awarded to Coutts.  The chair thanked the ITN committee for their work. The ITN committee was made up of the following.

5.  Last Copy in Florida Policy (Cheryl)

Cheryl gave an overview of the last copy document. The policy will be a part of the suite of documents pertaining to shared storage. CPC’s input was requested because the policy is largely collection-focused. CPC is in support of the document and recommended that others involved in selection and assessment, i.e. special collections librarians, be given the opportunity to review the document before a final endorsement is put forth.

7. ERS report (Chris Poehlmann)
Chris was unable to join the call, but provided the following report via email.

At our call yesterday, we discussed the DeGruyter acquisition of BePress journals. There is no action required at this time.

Jane reported on the Charleston Conference. She noted that there was an increased air of skepticism surrounding patron driven acquisitions.

We informally discussed the Proquest platform migration. The response among the SULs is mixed. Those who have transitioned reported problems occurred after migration, but that those problems have been resolved.

We discussed the Wiley renewal, payments, & licensing. Wiley has provided a title list for reconciliation much earlier this year. Most SULS reported that there were no problems with the . UF has considerably titles on the list this year, and a reconciliation of the list is underway. The Wiley representative will be in Gainesville Thursday to meet with Claire. If there are any issues that Claire needs to bring to her attention, please let her know ASAP.

The Scifinder walk-in license seems to be causing confusion with Scifinder. I contacted them about 10 days ago to attempt to resolve the confusion, but did not receive a reply. I am contacting them again this week.

CCLA pricing for SULs should be forthcoming soon.

ERS recommended renewal of  Marquis Who’s Who (The only action item before ERS yesterday)

AIP archive – some SULS report being charged for access to this. It was previously available to them at no cost.
8. Special Collections report (Laila Miletic-Vejzovic at UCF)
As per Roy’s request, Special Collections Subcommittee has reviewed the 2012 CPC Action Plan (dated Feb. 22, 2011).  After some discussion, SCS decided to leave the 6.1 grant objective in the Plan, where SCS is listed as a resource. Furthermore, SCS decided to concentrate on Core Activity 3 as an objective: “Collaborate to increase access to content, to create economic efficiencies, and to employ information technology in support of development and delivery of services.”  The group recommended a joint objective of DISC and the SCS: “Assist in the implementation of the new Statewide Digital Asset Management System, i.e. discovery tool to replace Digitool.” Committee members agreed to add this as a new 3.5 objective on the CPC Action Plan.  Laila has sent to Roy via email their response, including the table enumerating specific activities, resources, and assessment. Laila also acknowledged Rich Bennett for updating the Subcommittee’s roster on the new CSUL website, and for posting other documents on the website.  SCS sought volunteers to fill a new vice-chair/chair elect.  Victoria (Vicky) Thur from FAU has nominated herself for the position.  The final election will be held at the Subcommittee’s November meeting so all members may be present to vote.  Mark Greenberg, current vice-chair from USF, will begin his term as the chair in 2012. The Subcommittee has decided to wait until after the new digitization platform is adopted to requests a joint face-to-face meeting with DISC.
