             Michael Arthur thanked Roy Ziegler for serving as Chair of the Collection Planning Committee.

             Five or six SUL libraries have purchased the Sage backfiles.   Roy mentioned this print    
             journal collection may be a candidate for the Statewide Storage Facility.  He will discuss  
             this with Kathy Martyniak, Chair of the SUL Statewide Storage Facility.

             Michael Arthur reported that the UCF Library Technology Fee proposals for the purchase of Sage 
             Deep Backfile Collection and the Cambridge complete e-book package were approved.  During 
             the last three years ,the UCF Libraries has received approximately $950,000 in support of five 
             successful proposals for new library materials.  
                

3. CSUL  Meeting Update

Elsevier Contract

Roy attended the December CSUL meeting held in Tampa.  He reported there was a disagreement about the timeline for providing information on usage data to the Elsevier steering committee.  In order to have a full year to negotiate the contract, the CSUL Deans/Directors want to have this analysis completed before the 2012 AL A Midwinter meeting.  Claire will send a detailed message to ERS on December 14 and ERS committee members will need to submit a response by December 21.  Titles in the Freedom Collection as well as core titles marked for possible cancellation held by one or two SUL libraries are to be reviewed.

SUS PDA ebook project

A conference call for the ITN Implementation Team is scheduled for this week.  Mary Page, UCF, has been selected to chair this team.  Along with several SUL representatives, two Coutts staff members and staff from FCLA will serve on the Implementation Team.

CPC 2012 Action Plan

The CPC 2012 Action Plan was accepted.   A report on the assessment of the PDA ebook project  will need to be submitted to CSUL Deans/Directors by December 2012.  

Institute for Scholarly Communication

A cost-benefit analysis in advance of submitting a proposal for the Institute on Scholarly Communication was requested by the CSUL Deans/Directors.  There is a need to know how the  institute will benefit SUL’s, the Florida College System, ICUF schools, and large public libraries.  The proposal needs to be completed before the next CSUL meeting that is scheduled for March 2012. Cost for the institute will include the hosting of the event and the payment for the keynote speaker.  ARL will underwrite the cost for the institute faculty. The selection of a desirable Florida destination for the institute is advisable to attract attendees from outside the state.

             Claire provided the link to the Board of Governor's web site,  
             http://flbog.org/about/librarytaskforce/, that has the Unified Library Services 
             Business plan for the new organization to replace FCLA and CCLA and recommended that CPC 
             committee members read the plan. It is not certain if the plan for the New Org will be           
             implemented on July 1, 2012, or if the legislature will mandate another approach. There may be 
             a significant budget reduction facing the establishment of the New Org with a possible risk to 
             maintaining ongoing subscriptions for both collections of e-resources.  Roy thanked Claire for 
             preparing information about this plan.

            Legislative Report

            Claire is working with CCLA on a report for the Legislature on collaborative e-resource licensing 
            activities and FLA-Pass.  This report is to be submitted to the Higher Education Appropriations 
            Subcommittee before the holiday break.

            Funds to SUL’s

            Jim Corey asked each CSUL Dean/Director to submit a plan for using the FCLA carry forward fund 
            allocation.  Claire will let us know which institutions have not yet submitted this information.
