Collections Planning Committee

Quarterly Report:  Sept. 2011
This report includes discussions and activities from committee meetings
conducted via conference calls on June 14, July 12, August 16, via in-person meeting from August 3-5, and via e-mail.   
Action Items

1. The CPC recommends that the Licensing Principles document (attachment A) be adopted and made publicly available   immediately on the CSUL website.  
2. The CPC recommends that the slate of FCLA database renewals for 2011/12 (attachment B) be accepted.  Recommended acquisitions for the approximate $147K unallocated balance will be made no later than the December CSUL meeting.
3. The CPC recommends that the Special Collections Subcommittee updated committee charge be accepted (attachment C).

4. The CPC recommends that the terms of office for chair and vice-chair/chair elect be moved from two years to one year.

5. The CPC recommends the following officers for 2012:

· CPC: Michael Arthur (UCF) Chair and Valerie Boulos (FIU) Vice Chair/Chair Elect.for 2013 

· ERS: Jane Strudwick (FAU) Chair and Shari Johnson (UNF) Vice-Chair/Chair Elect for 2013

· SCS: Mark Greenberg (USF) Chair, no Vice-Chair at this time
6. CPC recommends that a Scholarly Communications Task Force be formed to share initiatives and explore opportunities for statewide collaboration.
Information Items
Print Archive Options:
· UF is developing a mechanism where SUS libraries can post needs and offers for print journal volume runs. Initially the focus will be on journal titles included in the JSTOR archive but have the potential to expand to titles in other publisher-specific journal packages.
· ASERL is developing a database to facilitate the work of the distributed Federal Depository Library Program and the journal archive.
Book Related 
· SUS E-book Collection ITN.  The work of the Negotiating Team is confidential until their work is concluded. When a recommended vendor is selected the CPC and CSUL will be informed.  
· UF has joined Hathi Trust as a sustaining member.  USF and FSU are considering it as well but authentication issues need to be resolved first. Shibboleth and In Common Standards have to be implemented by the library or campus IT first.  
· The opportunity to start contributing the interim Shared Storage Facility is eagerly awaited by several institutions that have severe space constraints.
Electronic Journal and Database Related

· Many institutions have made “Discovery Tool” decisions. FAU, UF, FSU are going with Summon and FGCU, NCF, and UWF are going with Mango/Primo Central. The ERS and CPC will present a status report at CSUL’s December meeting.
· SciFinder Scholar is now entirely web-based.
· Each institution has provided Claire Dygert with a standard Counter-compliant report for 3 years of Elsevier journal usage.  This data will be aggregated to develop a snap-shot of statewide usage that will inform the upcoming Elsevier negotiations.
Broadly-based Issues
· The CPC, ERS, and the Subject Area Working Groups are working on revising their charge documents, which will be presented at CSUL’s December meeting. 
· The ERS is updating and reviewing their unmet curricular needs list to determine how to spend any unallocated FCLA database funds
