I. Call to Order/Additions to Agenda

IV. Reports and News

· Roy Ziegler reported on September 2011 CSUL meeting.

· Licensing Principles. Support for document, 2 documents will be produced: a brief public document and a private document. The private document to be drafted by ERS and CPC.

· Database renewals were confirmed

· Revised Subcommittee charges. Procedural discussion – charges of subcommittees do not have to go through CSUL only parent committee.

· ERS is close to finishing Charge, CPC just needs to confirm

· Change of terms for CPC – 1 year terms for officers (Michael Arthur, chair and Valerie Boulos, vice chair/chair elect).

· Recommendation for Scholarly Communications Taskforce. CSUL liked the idea and discussed logistics – how it is going to be constructed is yet to be seen. Maybe a direct committee to CSUL- all yet to be worked out.

· FCLA carry forward. Tech monies will be redistributed (weighted FTE) to institutions, agreement was to expend them against Wiley payments.

· E-journal distribution discussion. Discussed (distributed) data that would inform distribution models for Wiley, Springer, Elsevier; CSUL agreed to compensate FSU for “historical overspending.”  A motion was made to give FSU of  FCLA’s unallocated funds for this year.

V. Old Business

· Unallocated Funds.

·  Discussion regarding the motion that was made to forward unallocated funds to FSU. Concerns with the interpretation of FSU’s overspend: Wouldn’t there be a value to FSU’s archival rights to the titles? Concerns also regarding the precedent of redistributing FCLA funds to individual institutions. It was understood that this was a CSUL decision and ERS input would only be advisory (after the fact). Concerns raised were on behalf of the individuals as members of ERS, not on behalf of their institutions.

· Roy Ziegler recommended that ERS continue to update the Unmet Curricular Needs list. The list updates will be conducted via email.

· Update on Environmental Scan. Roy Zeigler recommended that if the ERS wants to conduct an Environmental Scan of SUL’s electronic resources tools and services, it should be an internal document (per question from Monica Metz-Wiseman).

· Database Prioritization List. One last step in the process must be completed, ranking resources by ERS member. Shari Johnson and Athena Hoeppner will distribute spreadsheets.

· SUL funded database list update. Amanda will distribute list to members for their input.

· Ejournal Packages/Database Renewal Updates (Claire Dygert)

· Oxford. Will achieve a favorable price cap due to participating college and ICUF institutions.

· ICUF agreed to pay administrative fee

· Claire has requested the Cambridge and Oxford Title lists for reconciliation and will forward them as soon as they arrive. She hopes to get them before leaving for vacation.

· A consortia contract for T&F is still in on the horizon. In anticipation of this eventuality, Claire suggests compiling a list of the titles each institution would like to have under contract.

· Claire and Amanda finished the Elsevier data manipulation. Information will be ready for distribution in the coming weeks.

· CCLA is still working on quotes for shared CCLA and FCLA pricing. ProQuest and EBSCO will not provide discounted pricing for resources already subscribed to by institutions. New subscriptions will be priced with a CCLA /FCLA discount.

VI. Other Business

· Claire will forward a doodle poll for the MLA renewal confirmation

· Marquis Who’s Who trial has been extended. ERS members still gathering input from their institutions. Claire confirmed that a decision can be made in October.

· Amanda announced that ERS would need  a Web liaison to update the CSUL site on behalf of the committee. There were no volunteers.
