Approval of May 12, 2011 Minutes

The May 12 minutes were approved with revisions. 
Draft cataloging guidelines from the Storage Cataloging Access and Discovery (SCAD) group report-
Cathy Martyniak, Chair of the Statewide Storage Task Force, requested feedback on the SCAD report on cataloging guidelines.  She explained that the SCAD group envisions a series of documents presenting guidelines on different aspects of the Statewide Storage facility, and this is the first document in the series.  All of the documents will be presented to the appropriate committees and resource sharers for input and for vetting.  This first document focuses on the Aleph piece. TSPC input and approval is requested before sending the document to CSUL because it deals primarily with TSPC issues and workflow.  
Mary Ann noted that a correction to statement #2 (Holdings) in the guidelines document was needed to change subfield “l” to subfield “i”.  
Discussion of the draft document raised questions about item linking that may be complicated by analyzed series and unlinked journals in participating institutions.  Some of the bar codes may not match the bibliographic records, and the analytics might not be discoverable.  Suggestions were proposed that statement #4 (Items) in the guidelines document be removed and considered further by SCAD as a topic for a separate guidelines document.    A clarification of the statement in #5 (Statistics) was made by Cathy to explain that an institution can still count withdrawn material if it was held at one time, even if it is not sending the material to the storage facility because the storage facility already had received the material from another institution.   A question regarding how to keep these statistics was asked, and Cathy responded that this topic will be covered in another document in the guidelines series.

The TSPC voting members approved the document with the correction to #2(Holdings), and the removal of #4 (Items) which will be treated as a separate document and resubmitted for approval.  
CSUL Meeting
Mary Page and FCLA staff who attended the CSUL meeting reported.    The JSTOR titles were discussed, but no conclusion has been reached.  There was a presentation on UBorrow, and Laurie Probst reported on e-resource cost sharing models.  The issue of importance to TSPC was the single bib project.  The CSUL group had questions on the project and requested Mary Page to present 3 questions to the TSPC members for their input: 

1.  What are the overarching principles of the single bib project?  Why is it important? 

2.  How will single bib affect cataloging practices across the SUS? 

 3.  What are the system archictecture issues relating to single bib in light of the upcoming changes in system support?  How does the SUL project relate to CCLA’s current system architecture?
It was proposed and agreed that the smaller group working on the single bib project will tackle the questions and bring a draft of responses back to TSPC within the next 2-3 weeks.  There is no deadline but the perception is that a quick turn-around time is expected by CSUL group.  If there are other concerns on these issues from TSPC, please contact Amy, Betsy, or Susan.
FCLA Report
New CSUL website (Jean Phillips) -CSUL requested that FCLA take over the administration of the current CSUL website.  FCLA will move the CSUL information to a new website by the end of the month.  Jean Phillips demonstrated some of the changes that will be available in the new website.  The committees will be able to add minutes, and make changes to their membership lists, and the subcommittees will have their own pages.  A liaison from each committee is being requested by FCLA.  The liaison will work with FCLA on posting minutes and other questions and changes.  Lisa Tatum will be the contact person at FCLA.  Mary Page(UCF) agreed to be TSPC main liaison, and Allison Howard (USF) will be backup liaison for TSPC. 
Task Force  On The Future of Academic Libraries In Florida (Jean Phillips) - A demonstration was provided of the BOG web site and there was discussion of the 3 working groups on Technology, Governance, and Services.  FCLA staff is working on providing information on budget, technology and services to these working groups.  The services working group is developing a survey that is intended to receive broad distribution.
Reclamation (Daniel Cromwell)–Daniel reported that FGCU is the next library to submit their data for reclamation.  They have submitted their batch order form to OCLC.

UBorrow (Mary Ann O’Daniel) - UBorrow is currently in soft launch and will go into full production on August 1st. The feedback from students and faculty is good. Version 20 will be installed prior to August 1 for all institutions, in order to avoid UBorrow institutions operating with different versions of Aleph at the time of UBorrow full launch.

Authority loads (Mary Ann) - the last authority load contained 16,000 records for update because there were lots of geographic records that had 034s added.  The addition of the 034 will have very little effect on indexing.

Shared Bib Pilot Project (Amy Weiss, Susan Heron and Betsy Simpson) – This task force will be meeting tomorrow, June 17.  The task force will be discussing cleaning up data and other issues.  
Aleph Version 20 upgrade (Jean Phillips and Ellen Bishop) – V.20 upgrade will be like no other upgrade because it will be done quickly for all institutions in one weekend.  The upgrade will be done between the fiscal year cut-over and the full launch of UBorrow.  CCLA is currently running V.20, and it will facilitate UBorrow cooperation among the CCLA and FCLA institutions to be on the same Version of Aleph.  The Version 20 upgrade is scheduled for July 22 or the following week.  Ellen showed the information page for V.20 which can be reached through the Acq/Cat/Circ search.  The schedule for the upgrade is posted on this page with specific dates for installation of the test clients.  There will be 2-3 weeks for functional testing.  On July 22 PROD will be unavailable after 6 p.m. EDT. All 11 institutions will be upgraded the weekend of July 22.

In early July, FCLA will provide Elluminate sessions for V.20 functionality and new features.  FCLA staff will visit everyone’s site from September – November.

Marcive e-resource record loads for govdocs (Mary Ann and Jean) - What is the next step for TSPC?  FCLA will need to set up an Aleph library for the records.  FCLA staff probably can’t support authority control and maintenance for records.  Jean was asked how much development is involved for FCLA.  Jean will investigate and get back to TSPC with information.  Questions were raised regarding how the records will be maintained, where the project fits in with competing priorities for FCLA staff, the possibility of shared responsibilities among institutions for maintenance and authority control. 
It was suggested that the PSPC be contacted to consider some of these issues and to revisit the timing of the project development in light of the work load and disruption that the FCLA staff is currently experiencing.  Betsy offered to talk to PSPC and discuss these issues with them.  Jean mentioned that it could be a cost vs. benefit question for PSPC.  Would they be okay with just having access to the documents but with no authority control?  There is also a discovery tool issue – if an institution is not planning to use Mango where the records will be discoverable, they may not be discoverable in any other discovery tool.  Jean agreed to send something to the list about what the project implementation means to FCLA.

GenLoad enhancement vote – the results of the voting are posted on the TSPC swiki.  Jean indicated that FCLA can begin to work on the enhancements at the end of summer or fall.  There are a few enhancements that are very easy that they would like to do sooner. 
RDA Training (Annie Glerum) – Annie will be creating workbooks for RDA practice for FSU, and is willing to share them with other institutions if they are interested.  Annie and Amy are preparing a presentation for the Copy Cataloging Interest Group at ALA on RDA.  They are willing to prepare this 30-minute presentation as an Elluminate session for SULs that are interested.   The group was polled, and is interested in the workbooks and in an Elluminate session.
Liaison and Subcommittee Reports:
Collection Planning Committee (Michael Arthur, UCF) - $7000 was transferred from each institution to FCLA for shared ebook collection. A negotiating team is in the process of selecting a vendor.  GeoBase access sponsored by FCLA will cease.  CPC is working on a 4-tiered model for institutions to rely on CRL holdings for access to JSTOR print materials.

OPAC Subcommittee (Annie Glerum, FSU) - Representatives to the OPAC subcommittee are being trained to edit facets in Mango.  Each institution will be able to reorder, collapse and expand its own facets .

Acquisitions Subcommittee (Rita Cauce, FIU) - Minutes of recent meeting are posted on TSPC swiki.  The subcommittee is working on a document for EDI procedures for loading vendor invoices.  A document of suggestions for cost savings was sent to CPC for its consideration.

Authorities Subcommittee (Priscilla Williams, UF; Charles Gordon, USF) - Minutes of May 3 meeting were approved and sent to TSPC.  

Metadata Subcommittee (Brian Falato, USF) - Two proposals submitted to TSPC by Metadata Subcommittee were voted on and approved.  The proposals are 1) German language terms to add to list that prevents e-book icon from displaying in Mango;  2) Proposal regarding handling of supplemental material on main record.  
The meeting ended at 3:59.
