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TSPC met via Elluminate on December 9, January 13, and February 10.  

TSPC reacted very positively to FCLA’s implementation of partial updating in Mango.
Action Item
TSPC and its subcommittees reviewed the 2010 Action Plan as well as the action items from the fall 2009 Cataloger Summit to develop the attached 2011 Action Plan.

Information Items

RDA
TSPC shared local practices for handling RDA records loaded during the RDA test period.  FCLA provided support by creating a report and index to identify the records.  TSPC also discussed how libraries are preparing for RDA by attending Webinars, subscribing to the RDA Toolkit, and monitoring developments at the national level.  

Data Maintenance
After SUL review, FCLA globally corrected 1xx/6xx/7xx indicators for FAU, FGCU, FSU, UNF, and UF.  Other institutions were instructed to notify Ellen Bishop if they are interested in having this done.  The changes improve efficiency by reducing the incidence of error reports.
GenLoad
FCLA released GenLoad 2.1.5, which incorporates TSPC’s top three enhancement requests: load selected fields from incoming records, protect selected fields in existing records, and enhance the tag flip feature to allow multiple subfields to be retained or deleted.  The new version also provides a mechanism for loading records based on the presence of selected fields and field content.  The user interface was simplified by removing tabs and grouping related functions. 
Statewide Storage Facility
TSPC voted to approve the Statewide Storage Task Force draft barcode policy with the request that the wording of 3.d.ii. be clarified to indicate SSTF preference for barcode placement on print material.  

Record Sets
TSPC discussed the workflow for non-purchased record sets with Michael Arthur, CPC liaison.   He is consulting with CPC about the coordination of record set loads for free content.  

Creative Commons license
UF is in the process of adding a Creative Commons license statement to the Mango display for its original records.  FCLA shared the test catalog view and offered to add the statement for other SUL upon request.
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
