EZproxy:  Chris was interested in learning who administers EZproxy, IT or the Library.   Library IT manages EZproxy at UWF. UCF COM: COM IT manages EZproxy, but they have control over the config file and user management.  At USF:  IT manages with input from library on config files.  Now on virtual servers with off-campus back-up. 
CPC shared ebook update:  ITN is in process with negotiations with vendors.   Is there a deadline to spend money?  Institutions have been invoiced. 
FCLA Update: 
The program:  Florida Library Access – Pass for Accelerated Secondary Students FLA-PASS is going live. 
Bill to eliminate CCLA and FCLA to be replaced by a joint library organization has been sent out to the ERS listserv.
Cross licensing with CCLA.  FCLA and CCLA will be cross surveying for the purposes of licensing potential new content held by each entity on behalf of its members.
