Announcements:
FCLA update: The plan for New Org has been released and is available on the BOG website. Next fiscal year the e-resources budgets will be combined for FCLA and CCLA. E-resources will probably be the first area to move to New Org.
Approval of Minutes
Sept. minutes were approved. Ed still needs to submit Oct. minutes.

Reports and News
DeGruyter acquisition of BePress journals. DeGruyter will leave the BePress journal collection intact. Claire recommends renewing ‘as is’ for now but we’ll have to deal with changes next year.
Charleston Conference update. Jane, Deedra, and Claire were the only attendees from this committee. Some themes: linked data in the semantic web; viability of buying huge databases questioned- people are assessing big packages; people were questioning patron driven acquisitions this year.
Old Business
Proquest migration - who’s migrated? UF plans to migrate over winter break. FAU wants to but is having authorization problems. FSU migrated already, there were some problems which may have been solved.
Wiley renewal, payments, & licensing. Tech funds to be used for e-resources for all SULs will be distributed by check from FCLA to each SUL. Weighted FTEs were used to determine each library’s share of the funds. Libraries should hold Wiley invoices until this is settled. Be sure to check access fees on Wiley invoices; both FGCU & FIU had incorrect amounts.
Discovery tools update from SULs.  
UF is in the process of implementing Summon (Beta). 
UNF has launched Ebsco EDS. 
FSU has implemented Summon with UBorrow link. 
FAU is looking at using the Mango interface. 
UWF is looking at Summon and Ebsco. Not impressed by Mango, particularly the relevancy ranking.
FGCU is using Mango PCI.
FAMU is using Mango PCI.
UCF using Primo with Mango interface for quick articles. May get Ebsco EDS if they get tech fees.
USF has tech fee $$. They are considering Ebsco EDS but are looking at this as an experiment with us all moving toward a single interface.
FIU has not yet decided.
Other comments: Monica asked if some schools are using discovery tools only for article searches. Jane said that some smaller institutions don’t include the library catalog in discovery tool. Vufind was mentioned as an open-source option.
Elsevier. FGCU is having title access issues. Jane said it could be a browser problem. Jane asked Claire if there is a limit on title cancellations in between contracts. Claire has been successful in negotiating for cancellations because of the new spend from ICUF.
Scifinder walk-in. Claire says we could have handled the walk-in amendment centrally but Jane was told that each school had to send in a separate agreement. Claire says to go ahead and send in individual amendments. (Currently an institutional email is needed for access.)
SFX and Serials Solutions custom collections criteria. Claire thinks that FCLA can’t manage custom collections (tried with Wiley). May need to use a subscription agent for this. Claire will add to licensing guidelines a statement that publishers should send a title list each year, including information on perpetual access.
Sage renewal. Anjana reported problems with the Serials Solutions Knowledge base regarding updates to Sage title list. She asked if FCLA could find out when Sage sends updates to Serials Solutions. Monica asked about pricing for titles new to Sage. Claire says that Sage won’t apply the price cap to the initial price; price cap would start in the next year.
New Business
CCLA pricing for SULs.  There was trouble getting pricing from Ebsco. Have this now and Scott (CCLA) will be sending out information.
Marquis Who’s Who. This is in LN Academic but Monica likes the publisher’s platform. Claire says this is already in the budget and she will let them know we want to move to the new platform.
Cambridge ebooks.  May need a new license and platform fee if we purchase e-books. Monica says that Cambridge is willing to add an addendum to the existing contract for psychology e-books.
Books in Print/ Ulrich’s.  Monica says it’s now necessary to use quotes when searching to avoid getting too many results.
AIP archive.  Apryl reported that AIP just added a charge for their archive. Claire said that the archive had been free for many years but now they are charging.
