1. Roll Call ***  
2. Approval of minutes from the last meeting - approved ***
3. Approval of agenda - no additions ***
4. FCLA Update
a.  Proposal for new “e-icons” – Josh talked about a request for a new icon. There was discussion about the icons in use now for journals and ebooks.  Josh said there would be more discussion about this at the TSPC meeting to be held later today.  A format for streaming video is in test now for FGCU.  This discussion about icons will be revisited with more information at the next OPAC meeting. 
b. Primo Central Software update on October 9 – Josh will send a list of the updates.  Most were for the Primo interface. The updates did not address the relevancy rankings that Doug at UWF was hoping for.  Josh has sent a ticket to Ex Libris to ask for improvements.  If the underlying metadata is too thin (e.g., has no keywords, no abstract, etc.) this can cause problems with relevancy ranking, especially if search term is too broad.
c. Josh reported a new feature in UBorrow.  In a patron’s loan request list, she can now click on the title and go to the record to see full item information.  It will be put into production probably later today.  This was requested by the UBorrow Task Force.  Josh will send an announcement when it is live.

5. Discussion
a. TSPC concerns about unauthorized genre headings – Annie led a discussion about genre headings and how they were causing problems with retrieving unwanted hits.  The reason is that these headings are not authorized LC subject headings, but they are retrievable because they were entered in the subject heading field in the Marc record.  A couple of examples are “newspaper” or “electronic book”. Josh thought there could be a fix without having the delete them from records. The fix would not affect the facets. He will create a test catalog to try this and will discuss it more with TSPC and report back to the committee.
b. Proposal on changing “Report a Problem” – Annie reported that there was interest in making the problem report form more “forceful” to get people to enter their email addresses so catalogers could respond or ask for more information. The committee discussed various wording options.  Annie will take the committees ideas to TSPC.
c. Marcive e-resource record loads – The CSUL Government Documents Advisory Committee met to discuss sharing responsibilities for Marcive record loads. This is on the way to being resolved. FCLA will house the records.  UF will take the lead and other libraries can participate if they wish.  Those who do participate will be asked to share the work.  A listserv will be used to report problems. There is a Memorandum of Understanding being prepared.  All the records would be available in the Union catalog. Those who participate will also have them in their catalogs. This will also be discussed more in TSPC.  There are still things to be worked out with this. 
d. Nominees for 2012 OPAC Subcommittee Chair-Elect – Colleen Seale will be the new Chair.  Bruce asked for a volunteer to be Chair-Elect.
6. TSPC Update – Annie – The Metadata Subcommittee is working on relator codes and terms. These show the relationship of the person to the resource. Examples are a translator or a director.  Relators are used frequently in music. There was discussion about using the code or the term and how they could be used independently of the person, instead of the entire field being one link. There was more discussion about this and examples shown.  RDA is encouraging using these terms.  This will be discussed more in the Metadata Committee.  Annie will report back and will send some information through the list.
7. PSPC Update – Bruce reported that PSPC members were very interested in the location map granularity that this committee discussed at the last meeting.  It will be time to talk about the priorities list and make changes in January.  People may want to consider this being moved up in the priority list.  The committee will try to look at some libraries that are already using these location maps.
