1. Roll Call ***  
2. Approval of minutes from the last meeting - approved***
3. Approval of agenda - no additions ***
4. FCLA Update
Jean Phillips updated the committee on the “Task Force on the Future of Academic Libraries of Florida”.  She discussed ramifications for FCLA and CCLA and timelines for the changes to take place. There was discussion about the way FCLA and CCLA would be working together during the transition. The committee agreed that if a CCLA person would like to sit in on some OPAC meetings, it would be fine. Jean assured members that FCLA would continue to work on making Mango the best catalog for as long as possible. No one knows if it will be the catalog of the future.  In addition, Jean talked about FCLA computer operations being hosted by University of Florida and CCLA operations hosted by Tallahassee College. It is not known where the central host will be in the future. That will impact personnel at both FCLA and CCLA.

Jean also reported that CSUL voted to move to a shared bib by June 2012.  She indicated that the shared bib might improve Mango for FCLA libraries since it will simplify the merge. Some questions are how it will work in the new environment with CCLA? Will all records be merged? Many questions to be answered in the coming months.



Josh reported that there were new collections added to the Primo Central Index. Libraries using Mango/Primo Central can activate any of the new collections by logging in to the Mango admin module and clicking on the Update Primo Central Profile link at the bottom. 

5. Discussion	
a. RSS feed: possible to include date added and book jacket? – Natalie Rector asked about getting a “new-book” RSS feed for LibGuides that would also include the book covers. Josh will look into it. 

b. UBorrow Implementation Team - E-resources in State University Libraries Catalog  (http://catalog.fcla.edu/ux.jsp) – The UBorrow team is interested in some kind of notification of access to electronic resources that are licensed by specific universities. Many students are now using the Union catalog because of UBorrow and are not happy that they can’t get access to all items that they see. The UBorrow team thinks there should be some standard note that alerts students that they must be a member of a specific university to have access to an item. The committee voted to recommend that new licensed electronic items added to catalogs should have the same verbiage: “Available to current XXX (UNF, UF, UCF, etc.) students, faculty and staff”.  If time and resources permit, older records could be changed.

c. January 2012 meeting – Bruce reminded members that the January meeting is when all enhancement votes are wiped out and we can use our 3 votes again for the same or new enhancements.

Colleen Seale will take over as chair at the January meeting. The committee thanked Bruce for his excellent chairmanship.

d. OPAC Subcommittee Chair-Elect – This is still vacant awaiting a volunteer.

6. TSPC Update – Annie – CRL records and access are being discussed by TSPC.  Annie will keep the committee posted.  Separate records for separate formats is still being discussed. Annie indicated that she would remain liaison for another year. Bruce and members thanked her for her excellent reports and for keeping communication flowing between committees.

7. PSPC Update – Bruce – PSPC is in the process of finalizing reports.
