Updates

a. HDF and Remodeled ALF construction planning

Review & shortlisted Architectural firms, next is construction firms.  By the end of March we should have our teams selected and the planning phase can begin.
b. PECO Funds

c. Selection of Interim space

In January we put out bids for temporary space in Gainesville that is close to ALF and in relatively good shape.  We are in negotiations for a 35000 sq building that is relatively new construction, though it does need some improvements such as climate control and weather proofing.  We should know more in the next 2-3 weeks.

Shared Bib and its impact on Shared Collection (FCLA Staff)
Really busy getting project formed.  Listserv has been created for approximately 50 people.  We have merged 20 million records into 10 million records and produced a merge database of all 11 universities and are now in the test phase for functionality.  The main focus is going to be on bib records.  Also need to look at guidelines & procedures for various sub groups being assigned tasks.  The Shared Collection will gets own ADM eventually. Wendy Ellis (FCLA) is drafting questions that will need to be answered before separate Shared Collection ADM is implemented. Mainly questions about circulation policies. WE will probably not be using a TKR to indicate that a title/volumes have been physically moved to storage. Setting an IPS code might be a better way to manage this.

Cathy thanked Jeneice Smith from FAMU for her assistance in coming up with the name FLARE.

JSTOR Inventory and Journal Title & Gap Tracker (JT&GT) update (Martyniak)
Winston Harris (UF Programmer) & Cathy are building a database modeled on ASERL government documents disposition database to assist with tracking archive status and gaps for serials.  1st titles to be input will be JSTOR titles, there are currently 661.  Workflow is drafted and complete.  Starting on 583 fields with three statuses in the workflow.  Delonda started small internal database re: gaps.  Temporary code name is Journal titles & gap tracker (JT&GT).  Cathy is working with Winston with feedback from Judy, Rachel & Lois.  Cathy asked what each institution did when JSTOR review took place.  Each storage taskforce member gave a brief synopsis of how they used the JSTOR titles spreadsheets 1 & 2 if they were aware.  Cathy is attempting to make sure the database contains information that will be useful to each institution.
Subject headings, ISSN, titles were mentioned.  Titles & ISSN will be required.  Requirements will be distributed by Cathy.
