Updates
· High density faculty
· Trying to hire 5 full time people to tray items for 2011-2012 fiscal year.  3 of those people will focus on serials, which is something we’ve never done before-but looking to do about 100,000 volumes throughout the year.  They’ll be doing inventory, cataloging ones that are not cataloged and converting holdings into a more global collection analysis.
· De-duplication is still in process, we are about 25% done.

ASERL template discussion
In February 2010 a list of approximately 400 JSTOR titles that had been inventoried at the shelf was sent out to SSTF.  UF never pulled or trayed these 400 titles (some are in ALF and some are on campus).  Those 400 titles are being reviewed by the UF collection managers for retention in the 25 year ASERL collection AND the Florida Shared Collection. In the next month or so, we should have a list of what we’re getting and what is going to be let go & it will be available for further review by the group.

What’s being done with everyone else’s JSTOR materials currently?

Dan-JSTOR has been withdrawn.  Faculty was given a list of what they had and if they wanted it, it was sent to them.  CRL is getting the list of what they have to compare to what they have/need for their collection.  The JSTOR journals left over will be given away to a third party.

Frank-99% of his JSTOR materials have been withdrawn and sent to Iron Mountain for storage.  There is not been a discussion on what they’ll keep or what they’ll throw away.  Frank is going to find out how much it would cost to have the items sent to UF.  Judy asks that Dan checks to see what they’d like done with the materials first.

Rob-No weeding anytime soon.

Jonathan-They’ve already removed their JSTOR holdings a few years ago.

John-Still has their JSTOR holdings in their master collection.

Faye-Law reviews are being looked at right now to see what they should retain.
