November minutes were approved with no changes noted
III
Updates

a. Interim Storage (Judy Russell)

Judy updated that they should have the lease signed by Mid December so we can take occupancy January 2012.  Once the lease is signed we can immediately move storage/shelving in for delivery of items.  There are still things that need to happen before we can move in materials/books.  The facilities department at the Libraries at UF will be using planning money set aside for the permanent building to make these updates on the interim building.  We are working with Miami to create a MOU to become a partnership in this shared facility.  We are waiting to get this document back from Miami.  Judy asked if there were questions, none were noted. Judy also mentioned the print journal retention software [to help support gap and missing issue tracking] and that work on it was in process. 
b. CSUL Update (Judy Russell)

Judy updated that the big topic at CSUL was Single Bib and the deans were supportive of all 11 libraries moving to a Shared bibliographic record system by June 2012.  There was a feeling that this is a very high priority and it should be completed by the end of this fiscal year.  Judy said that this would be very important for UBorrow and shared storage.  Judy asked if there were any questions.  Cathy asked if the idea of the shared collection catalog that is under the UF catalog, do you think it is reasonable that FCLA will be able to move ahead with having the shared collection as a separate location in the catalog in June?  Judy said that is certainly something we should talk about, and that FCLA was aware of the collection.  Perhaps they’d want us to keep it under UF until the Single Bib was completed?  There is still no information from OCLC re: costs for the new OCLC symbol that will represent the Shared Collection. 
c. Auxiliary Library Facility (ALF) - We have trayed 134,000 volumes so far (61,000 are monographs and 73,000 are government documents).  People are very interested in serials inventory.  The second round of the JSTOR titles went out November 17, 2011, if there are any titles that need to be retained please let Judy Russell, Diane Bruxvoort or Cathy Martyniak know as soon as possible.
d. JSTOR - Please see above.  Judy did update that she was very pleased with the JSTOR process was handled.  She felt that it was really great that people did come back letting people know what needed to be retained.  She asked if anyone had any issues with how we were handling the communication on this project?  No problems were noted, they agreed that it has been a smooth process.  Judy asked people to let her or Cathy know if there are any questions/concerns with the process.
