TSPC Minutes

Statewide Storage Task Force Draft Barcode Policy

Cathy Martyniak, SSTF chair, presented the draft policy and asked for feedback.  TSPC voted to approve the draft with the request that the wording of 3.d.ii. be clarified to indicate SSTF preference for barcode placement on print material.  

Amy Weiss, Tom Tharrington, Rita Cauce, Cathy Martyniak, and Jean Phillips are serving on an SSTF subgroup, Storage Cataloging Access and Discovery (SCAD), which is developing draft guidelines for the quality of bibliographic, holding, and item records associated with material sent to the storage facility.  
FCLA Update
· UBorrow: The training is almost done.  Delivery testing is underway with a soft launch date to be determined in early February.  
· Single Bib: FCLA is actively working on the first deliverables of Phase II.  The existing merge will be refreshed in the next couple of weeks with new data.  

· Legislative initiatives: 
· Implementation of FLA Pass, which is a program to provide access to e-resources for accelerated high school students, is on hold until the Florida Department of Education and Board of Governors pass the necessary rules and regulations.  

· State Library holdings are being added to the Search Florida Libraries portal.  When this is done, public library holdings are next to be added.
· UNF reclamation files have been submitted to OCLC.  An OCLC Project Coordinator has not been assigned yet.
Aleph Version 20 Upgrade
FCLA is preparing for an upgrade to Aleph Version 20 in summer 2011.  Jean Phillips pointed out that one reason for moving to Version 20 soon is because Oracle plans to charge extra to continue to support Aleph Version 19.  FCLA will present a timeline for implementation to CSUL in March.
Single Bib Pilot Project
Single Bib Pilot Project participants will be testing bib, holding, and item editing in the coming weeks.  Acquisitions reps at FSU, USF, and UF have been invited to the 2/25/11 SBPP conference call to learn more about the test client.  The SBPP 4th quarter report to CSUL, which includes the timetable for Phase II deliverables, has been posted on the TSPC swiki in the Single Bib section.


Indicator changes

The following institutions gave FCLA the go-ahead to do a global correction of 1xx/6xx/7xx indicators: FAU, FGCU, FSU, UNF, and UF.  Other institutions should notify Ellen Bishop when they are interested in having this done.
2011 Action Plan

Susan Heron, Jeff Bowen, and Jean Phillips volunteered to work with Betsy Simpson on the 2011 TSPC Action Plan and send a draft to TSPC prior to the February meeting.  Charles Gordon, Brian Falato, and Rita Cauce will work with their respective Subcommittees to submit draft action plans.  The most recent version of the 2010 Action Plan is posted on the TSPC swiki along with links to two action item lists from the October 2009 Cataloger Summit (see under February in the 2011 Conference Call Schedule section). 
Record Set Loads

TSPC discussed loading record sets in response to a 1/4/11 TS-PLAN e-mail message from Sue Wartzok about loading freely available records for Project Gutenberg titles.  Michael Arthur explained that CPC’s focus is consortial purchases, not free content.  He will consult with CPC about the coordination of record set loads for free content.  
E-Resource Links on Print Version Records

On 1/5/11 Sue Wartzok e-mailed TSPC with a proposal to add two new terms to the list at http://fclaweb.fcla.edu/content/how-does-ebook-or-ejournal-icon-get-created-mango, which prevents an e-format icon from displaying.  She subsequently withdrew the proposal, but the exchange raised issues that Betsy Simpson asked Brian Falato to bring to the Metadata Subcommittee for discussion and possible recommendation.
Liaison and Subcommittee Reports
· CPC: 
· CPC is in the process of revising its proposed shared e-book collection plan per CSUL request.  

· Previously, CSUL intended that one copy of each JSTOR title would be archived in the high density storage facility.  Due to space concerns, CPC has been directed by CSUL to review all of the JSTOR titles for selective inclusion.

· Metadata Subcommittee:  no report due to meeting delay
· Authorities Subcommittee: minutes of the December 2010 meeting were sent separately.  Charles Gordon summarized the Subcommittee’s primary agenda items: the development of a single authority file for single bib; increased participation in the NACO Florida Funnel; and maintenance activities using ARROW reports.
