The minutes of the January 2011 meeting were approved unanimously. 

Updates to TSPC website:  send minutes and roster changes to Sabina Butler at FSU.  Jean suggested that alternatively we put minutes on the swiki while a decision is being made about which institution will manage the SUL Web site.  If you took minutes within the last year, get them on the swiki. Subcommittees should add their minutes as well.  

FCLA Update:   Jean provided a legislative update.  CCLA and FCLA appear on the governor’s budget, but they are not yet in a bill.  Much of the info is the same as reported in last month’s minutes about a union catalog for the colleges and universities.  FCLA is watching this closely.   Ole meeting: Functional Council Subgroup for Acquire will be working on specifications for OA.   
Mary Ann reported that UBorrow soft launch will happen on March 1st.  Will be active in production catalog but not advertised.  Opportunity to work out workflow issues.  There are upcoming UBorrow tours via Elluminate.  

Ellen reported on single bib from the POV of FCLA.  Single bib has deliverables to create instances of SB Mango.  Everyone is reviewing, testing holding and item records.  Also a merged permissions file is in test phase.  The next merged database should be coming in about a week which will contain data from mid-Jan forward.  Indicator changes:  go ahead for 1xx, 6xx, and 7xx.  This was completed on Feb 2nd.  Ellen can share statistics if you are interested.  

Josh:  Mango update.  Creative Commons license later in the agenda.   Jabbr abbreviations (journal abbreviations) some institutions have added to catalog.  Data is extracted from Aleph serials subset.  Data needs to be reloaded periodically; Josh will do it twice a year.  Get back to Josh with any comments.  E-resources loaded to Mango, but sometimes the link isn’t active yet.   Should we use a date to note when links should be active?  Rita will bring this back to the Acq group.  Maybe a better option would be to suppress the records until links become active.  Is this an ongoing or occasional problem?  

Mary Ann:  reclamation, working with UNF and OCLC.  Waiting for responses from OCLC regarding the files.  Genload v. 2.1.5 has been released with many enhancements.  Different look and feel.  Old profiles are compatible but not backward compatible.  Everyone should update to the new Genload.  Uninstall old Genload first.  Cambridge ebook loads are being done with new version of Genload.  FAU, FSU, FGCU, USF,  UWF - all records are loaded into production.  Mary Ann has specs for everyone except FAMU.  Mary Ann will be on vacation from Tuesday through the following Tues.  Subject and series authorities are up to date.  Will be all caught up by the middle of April.  

Josh presented a U Borrow demo.  Books and AV are the only material types allowed at this point.  Policy group is discussing additional formats.  The hope is that the loan process will be quicker than Illiad.  Soft launch on March 1st.  
Draft 2011 TSPC Action Plan:  Metadata, Authorities, and Acquisitions are already done.  Who is the audience for the TSPC action plan.  For CSUL?  We will use it as well, but it’s something that CSUL can easily refer to.   There are four major objectives:  single bib, cost efficiencies, uniform practices, cooperative training.  Subcommittee chairs were given these four categories and asked to frame their plans accordingly.  Should we integrate sub-committee plans into the TSPC action plan?  Betsy will check with Judy Russell, CSUL rep to TSPC.
Develop single bib: project involves a lot of people, FCLA has been instrumental in breaking down the plan to phases.  

Establish uniform practices:  Authorities subcommittee recommends establishing uniform practices for the NACO funnel.   Develop data input guidelines for fields that affect display in the OPAC.  Develop guidelines for vendor records?  What about RDA which encourages cataloger judgment?  Do we need policy statements to guide us?  Consider RDA for cooperative training?  

Seek cost savings and efficiencies:  FCLA will create a time line for Aleph version 20.  Marcive edoc loads will be streamlined so that records are loaded only once for everyone.  Can acq help coordinate print and serial purchases statewide to streamline operations?  
Provide cooperative training:  Authorities subcommittee has provided Elluminate tutorials on different procedures.  It was decided to keep the first action item on the action plan, but not the second.  

Single bib pilot project:  Need single category for cataloging level.  Using validation file for UF which caused a few glitches.  Records with 019: do we merge or keep separate?  

Creative Commons License:  UF is adding copyright statement to all original cataloging records they produce.  The statement indicates that the records are in the public domain and may be freely used.  
CPC report:  CPC has no role in the process for loading records for collections that are not purchased, e.g., Hathi Trust.  This is not a final CPC decision, but feedback from today’s discussion will go back to CPC for consideration.  
OPAC subcommittee:  Annie will send a report via email.  [The following Information was sent post-meeting:  The OPAC Subcommittee has been discussing the options for access to Hathi records in Mango. The UF/SUL Digital Collection is now available in Mango via the FAMU Digital Collections. It was clarified that only Aleph bib records are updated in the two-hour window. Other records, such as UFDC, PALMM, CRL take a few days. Discovery tools , such as Primo Central, Summon and other discovery tools were discussed; the ability of these discovery tools to work with UBorrow is a concern. The subcommittee would like to get involved in the discussion of a statewide [Single Bib] catalog.]
