The minutes from March 2011 meeting were approved with some minor corrections.
 FCLA REPORT
Ellen   - Single Bib – about a month ago FCLA did another merge of the database and indexing.  A few tweaks were done to this one where they needed to reload the Mango portion due to some problems with holdings and linking with some libraries. They are currently in the middle of workflow testing with acquisitions and serials and again there were a few tweaks and fixes.  FCLA is still working on initiator IDs. (Which is like a patron index),  but will need to work on the circulation part before they have that working properly.  They are also in the middle of the acquisition materials function testing.  Genload needs some programming work done before it will work with single bib. FCLA is also working on table set up for vendor loading of records (the ALEPH p-file-96 vendor loader). And they are also working on the tag treatments spreadsheet for authorities.  
Jean – At the last conference call discussion was held on the Mango discovery tool.  Now FCLA is going to go on the road to the different SULs to show what the Mango discovery tool is and what choices there are.  They have already been to three sites and have five more scheduled in the next few weeks.  In regards to the legislative update basically anything said now most likely will change soon since the legislature is in session.  There are a lot of draft bills that affect FCLA and therefore affect the universities.  Some deal with cutting FCLA’s budget while others are about choosing one discovery tool for all the universities and colleges.  There are other drafts about the post FCLA and CCLA world. FCLA was asked by the Future of Libraries Taskforce to describe everything that FCLA does. FCLA is also working on weeding reports from different SULs.
Daniel – In reference to the UNF reclamation project all OCLC record processing is done and Daniel has processed the cross-reference files returned by OCLC to load changed or new OCLC numbers to corresponding UNF records.  There were approximately 23,000 new or change numbers loaded, which is about 3% of the more than 700,000 records sent to OCLC for the project. UNF is now working on their post reclamation work to deal with unresolved records (only 145) and review unintended OCLC adds. Some interest has been shown by FAMU regarding reclamation and FCLA will check with them to see if they are willing to be the next library to undergo the process.
Mary Ann - reported for Josh that he has not had the opportunity yet to work on having the foreign subjects displaying in Mango as “other” in the facets yet.  

 FCLA is making good progress with the authority update on the name loads.  They are up to 2011 week ten.  They are closing in on getting caught up.  The tag table changes to handle the RDA fields were put on hold until they got the UBorrow worked out.  Mary Ann will move this further up on her priority list now that more records with RDA fields are being loaded into ALEPH.

MARCIVE E-RESOURCE RECORD LOADS

Mary Ann - Two questions came out of last month’s reports on this.  The first being will these be included in the meta indexes such as primo central or summon or the Ebsco service, EDS?   The second question was if Mango is not chosen for higher ed what would the options be?   

Some kind of backup plan would need to be decided on.  She commented that it would be helpful if all the SULs could decide what you want to display in your individual catalog. Would you want the e-doc records  to display or not.  There would be no changes on the Marcive side.
Jean would like to know which institutions are interested in having Marcive e-gov doc records loaded centrally  a reality?  The SULs need to ask their government docs librarians to see if they are interested in working on this project
GENLOAD ENHANCEMENTS

Mary Ann / Daniel – the list of outstanding  things which have been requested are on the swiki  If you want to add to this list you can add to the swiki list.  The next issue will be to set up a schedule to vote  on when the development of these enhancements would start.  Mary Ann will review the list and see what all is on it.   Colors associated with each item represent the difficulty   level of the request.  A deadline also needs to be set for adding new requests to Genload
DVD CODING IN MANGO  - Priscilla – all the SULs have some records for DVDs in Mango that are miscoded in the 007 position 4 $s “g” The “g” is now the code for laser disks only so having this “g” in that position prevents the titles from displaying in the facets in Mango.  The code needs to be changed to a “v” .  One way to change them is to do a search using WNO=DVD and WTP=la
CREATIVE COMMONS DEDICATION –Are any other SULs going to implement this other than UF?  It is a designation telling others that you are not claiming copyright on your original MARC records. Other SULs interested in implementing the dedication should review the information at http://www.uflib.ufl.edu/catmet/creativecommons.html.  You would send a request to the mango queue to request to use this.

Daniel mentioned the possibility of doing a training session on the new Genload and its features and also plans to work on a new documentation manual for Genload.  Mary Ann may add a page to the TSPC swiki where people can post their training requests to FCLA. 
LIAISON AND SUBCOMMITTEE REPORTS

CPC –  none available
OPAC SUBCOMMITTEE – They met earlier today and Josh gave a tour of the latest version of the Mango discovery tool.  Discussed their OPAC development priority list and clarified that this list would still apply if the Mango Discovery Tool was chosen for our statewide discovery tool. 
ACQUISITIONS SUBCOMMITTEE – not available.
AUTHORITIES – minutes were sent via email on the March 1st meeting they had.   Charles sent out a poll via the list so institutions self  identify  the subcommittee member from that institution.  Three institutions did not identify a subcommittee member on the list.  They will forward this list to the TSPC for comment and discussion.
METADATA SUBCOMMITTEE – Brian – meeting was held on 4/13/2011 They discussed their basic action regarding a  problem of sorts Susan Massey had noticed based on a call she had received from UF. It was based on when you have a print record for a book, this one was a music book that had a cassette.  UNF had put a 007 on their record for their own catalog to indicate there is a cassette with this book.  Apparently UF did not have the cassette with their copy of the book so there was some confusion where UF called UNF  UFs record apparently said it had the cassette when in reality it didn’t.  Overall, when records are merged in the union catalog the record made it look like UF also had the cassette. UCF decided to remove the 007 from its record so that cassette would not appear in the merged records.  This solved the problem UF had, but meant UNF had to come up with another way to notify patrons it had a cassette accompanying the book.  The Metadata Subcommittee will discuss the issue again at its May meeting and may have a proposal to bring to the TSPC meeting then.
