Approval of April 2010 minutes
A motion to approve the minutes was accepted unanimously with minor changes from Brian. 

Second Quarter Report
The TSPC 2nd quarter report will be drafted and sent out next week.  It is due June 1st.  Amy Weiss agreed to write the Single Bib Pilot Project 2nd quarter report.

FCLA Report
Name authorities are up to date for the first time since we migrated to ALEPH.  Subjects and series are up to date also. FCLA activity on single bib has slowed down because beginning to work on version 20. No update of legislation; no schedule either.  Will be given updates from CSUL at next meeting in June.

Start thinking about what you would like your automation support to do, i.e., training and documentation programs.  What should new center contain, retain, add or delete.

Shared Bib Pilot Project (Amy Weiss, Susan Heron, and Betsy Simpson)

We’re looking at slowing down on single bibs in order that FCLA can bring up version 20.

On April 22 call we talked about the data cleanup project.  For example, two bibliographic records for the same title. It was suggested that we create demos on bibliographic cleanup and other error cleanup. For matching OCLC records and the 019 and 035 fields errors, contact Donna if you want a report.

Marcive E-resource Record Loads
Go into Swiki for suggestions and comments.  Does your institution want to display Marcive e-resource records in your OPAC (MANGO)? Need some information to determine if your institution needs this so that you don’t have duplicates. Discussion on how do we fix typos. Probably load into an Aleph bib library and maintain there.

Genload Enhancement List and Voting
Daniel created a Google spreadsheet.  We need to figure out how we are going to cast votes.  Last time each institution ranked by importance which one each wanted done first.  It was approved to go in and do the ranking.

Mango Discovery Tool Demo (Mary Ann O’Daniel) by PowerPoint 
Mango Discovery Tool (Mango DT) is a discovery layer that searches the library catalog and mega-indexes that include articles and other resources.  Mango DT can work with Primo Central Index (Ex Libris), Summon (Serials Solutions), or EDS (EBSCO) at this time.  With Mango as the discovery layer, a library is not locked in to a single mega-index.  Advantages Mango DT has over other discovery tools include UBorrow and the inclusion of PALMM and other SUL digital library collections.  (Demonstration of USF, UCF, and FAU database for discovery tools.)

Weeding Report demo (Donna)

Gave a report entitled Low Used Items.  This demo aids in weeding materials or shifting projects.  Can weed by the number of loans, for example or by call numbers, and subjects.  It has been out for about one week, but the Access Services people to see it first.

Collection Planning Committee (Michael Arthur, UCF–not present)
Sent his report via email. Big issues are shared ebooks vendor collection committee,  JSTOR holdings and what to do with statewide storage.

OPAC Subcommittee - Annie Glerum, FSU
Discussed was the item on the OPAC Development Priority List to “create either a 'Virtual FRBR Mode' in Mango that allows patrons to view record results clustered by Title with various editions, formats, series (etc?) displayed as sub-elements.” OLAC has a prototype for a FRBR inspired, work-centric, faceted discovery interface for moving images at http://blazing-sunset-24.heroku.com. There are a number of projects at OCLC on FRBR displays.  Their main one is FictionFinder at http://www.oclc.org/research/activities/fictionfinder/default.htm.

Acquisitions Subcommittee - Rita Cauce, FIU
Created and submitted coding for e-resources to pull resources statewide. Continue to work on EDI loading. Lastly work cost save ideas for the CPC.

Authorities Subcommittee - Priscilla Williams, UF and Charles Gordon, USF
Looking at local authority library cleanup and working with Mary Ann O’Daniel on specs for merging local authority libraries for single bib. 
Metadata Subcommittee - Brian Falato, USF
Still talking about 007 fields for additional items associated with a title.  Need a better understanding of OPAC displays. Decided that a central place to leave decisions made for Metadata is the TSPC swiki.  Also to list what’s in progress on that page.
